He said: "It is an opportunity to showcase
the very finest quality produce that Lancashire has to offer and everything on show
will come from the county. It will be much more than just a market, with a real
opportunity to showcase not only the City centre but the breadth of quality
products available too. We are working hard to make the market an attraction,

a really first-class experience for the whole family.

"The ambition is that people will associate the Lancashire Market with Preston and come here from across Europe rather than us sending
bus loads of people to continental markets all over the world. We would anticipate this would not only bring people to Preston but get
them buying the very best that Lancashire has to offer."

Ken added the event would initially be a one-day event but, if it proves popular, it could be extended into two days. It is hoped the first
market will take place in Friargate. Ken said: "For a long time traders on Friargate Brow have felt cut off from the main City centre, this is
an ideal opportunity to reconnect them.” Ella Trickett, - from the Made in Lancashire programme which champions local produce, said: "I
am told there is something to cater for every taste in the county. "Our experience is that people come from outside the county to attend
such events." Quality providers of Lancashire produced based within the BID area will be invited to apply for a stall at one of the
forthcoming markets.
